SilverPAC initially approached Ciplex to help them build an e-commerce platform that would enable the company to sell their 
products to distributors across the United States, Europe, and Asia.

Working directly with Microsoft, Ciplex joined the beta for Windows 7 to harness its new multi-touch capabilities and obtained 
multi-touch enabled hardware in order to create the fi rst Silverlight multi-touch application for the web.  Despite the challenges 
of working with beta software that can sometimes lack stability and proper documentation, Ciplex delivered a groundbreaking 
application not only for SilverPAC, but the industry as a whole.

The new SilverPAC web experience defi nes the future of human-to-computer interfaces by eliminating the limitations of a 
mouse and keyboard and empowering users to connect directly with the content.  Similar to the touch-screen capabilities now 
available on mobile phones, users can use their fi ngers to click SilverPAC's web pages, drag and drop products, rotate, zoom, 
and more by simply touching the computer screen on multi-touch enabled devices and hardware.
